5. Borough Council
Cllr Gray gave a report on behalf of Cllr Gore.
TBC are inviting people to express an interest in unity of the boroughs. If Councils are amalgamated it could be an advantage.

It is hoped that Glos C.C. are in the first tranche if amalgamation goes ahead. The amalgamation may result in more Mayors.

Glos C.C. could amalgamate with Bristol or Hereford and Oxford.

Richard Stanley at TBC is in favour of the amalgamation.

Cllr Coleman however would prefer that the counties remain split.

TBC will not be renamed as previously planned.
6.   County Council
Cllr Gray informed us that the budget for Glos C.C. is being increased by 4.99%.
There will be no cut in services next year. Glos. C.C. has surplus funds of approximately £4 million.  They plan to spend more money on road repairs in the next 12 months.

Central Government has awarded an extra £7 million to Glos.C.C. 

Cllr Gray stated that the roadworks currently being carried out on the B4632 is very unfortunate and unexpected.

He hopes that the road B4632 from Toddington to Winchcombe will be repaired in 2025.

8. Parish Council

8a.
The Chairman gave thanks to Kevin on agreeing to become a Councillor.  It is an advantage to have a second Cllr from Buckland.

8b.
Drains in the Parish, during the recent heavy rain over the past few months, the roads in both villages have suffered from heavy surface water. Resulting in a lot of debris on the roads, the road sweeper from TBC has helped to clear Warren Lane Laverton.  The clerk will contact Smart Cut for a quote regarding a clear up of areas that are particularly overgrown and causing problems with the drainage.

Springfield Farm Buckland

The obstruction onto the hill is still in place.  The Clerk will contact PROW and Glos Highways on this situation.  The clerk has spoken to both parties many times but there has been no action taken.
8d.
Sarah Walker (GRCC) gave an informative talk on the need of low cost/shared accommodation in rural areas.
GRCC are conducting a housing survey, the last housing survey took place in 2019.  Rural areas will be encouraged to allow smaller houses to be built. GRCC will be supported by DEFRA/TBC/JCS. Sarah suggested that GRCC can help with the funding of smaller houses.

Bromford and Platform Housing Associations were mentioned.

8e.
Telephone Box Buckland, we have learnt that BT are planning to remove this box.  It is a listed building; the Clerk will contact BT and request to adopt the box.  If this is successful, hopefully we will be able to re-site the defibrillator
.  The clerk will display notices in the box stating that it is a listed building.
