2. Minutes of last meeting agreed and signed as a true record (3rd February 2025)

4. Public Participation 
A lengthy discussion took place between the Parish Council, Mr Paul Fong and Mr Denys Shortt.  This was to discuss the retractable bollard and locked gate that is placed on the restricted byway to Springfield Farm (formerly Top Farm) Buckland. Mr Shortt installed both items upon purchasing the farm. The road is a restricted byway, this means restricted vehicle access.
There is currently pedestrian access, on the restricted byway, the gates and bollards can be opened electronically by Mr Shortt in the case of an emergency.  Should the gates/bollard need to be opened you can telephone Mr Shortt to request this.
The Parish Council has requested that these items be removed.  Glos Highways also contacted Mr Shortt on the 20 March 2025 by letter requesting that these obstructions be removed.  Mr Fong replied to this email a few days later requesting a site meeting to discuss further, we are led to believe that Glos Highways has not responded to this request.  The Chairman asked that when a date has been set for this meeting that members of the Parish Council be included.  Mr Fong agreed to this request, he also asked what type of gate the Parish Council would be happy with.  The Chairman replied we would prefer no gates/obstructions at all.  The Chairman stressed that Mr Shortt was breaking the law by not removing the gates.
Mr Fong replied that he had a few new designs but was not willing to explain what he meant by this.  He will only discuss at a later date when he had spoken to Jacob Cotterill at Glos Highways.

Mr Shortt thought gates were needed to keep out travellers and the possibility of being burgled. It would also stop unauthorised vehicles.

Diana Black said that she had seen 4x4 vehicles driving through the village, they may have been looking for an off-road track.

Derek Lewis said that it would be beneficial if Mr Fong reveal his new designs before the meeting with the Highways Dept.

Kevin Steele said that the existing bollard and gates gave an impression of ‘keep out’.  If the gates and bollard were repositioned closer to the farm it would be beneficial.
