Security

A lengthy discussion then took place.

Previous to this meeting Paul Blakeman had supplied a schedule of possible actions to increase security in the village.

There are more reports received from NHW, serious crimes are committed whilst residents are in their homes.

As we are all aware there are more video doorbells being used.  CCTV is also more popular than previously.  CCTV is only useful after the burglary has been committed.  Monitoring may be a better option.
One suggestion was that small groups of neighbours join together to protect their homes. Using some form of security system.
D.W.  stated that the responsibility lies with the homeowners.

L.S. explained that some alarm systems are available that bleep when  gates on driveways are opened.
K.S. There are two ways to look at security, monitoring- alerts, or CCTV.

Paul Blakeman then discussed the security at the Church, and the possible way forward.

Detectors on the Church on the front and the back elevations.  Is it possible that residents living close to the Church would be willing to have a monitor in their home. They could then react quickly and contact the police – however it will take a length of time before the police arrive.
L.S. Gave a brief update on the attempted recent burglary at the Church.

The lead on the roof  was removed in a very amateur way, however the lead was then left in the church grounds.

Quotes have been requested and the insurers informed.

Extra security options: -
Alarm the roof, loud alarm and lights.

Extra lights placed higher on the Church.
Signs displayed – stating the area is Alarmed.

D.W. pointed out that the security needs to be in place before the new lead is in place.

He also pointed out that the P,C . may be able to make a donation, towards the cost of maintenance of the new the system.

L.S. will keep BPC informed of progress re the Church security.
